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Dear Parishioners,

The gospel of the Second Sunday of Advent introduces
us to John the Baptist, the strange man of the wilderness who
arrives dressed in rough camel's hair, having survived on a diet of
locusts and honey. We know a little about John's background.
Mary, expectant with Christ, traveled the short distance over the
hills to the little Judean town of Ain Karem to visit her cousin
Elizabeth who had conceived a child in her old age. When the
angel Gabriel had told Zechariah of Elizabeth' pregnancy he
refused to believe and was struck dumb until after the birth of the
child and when asked the name of the child he took a slate and
wrote "his name is John." Since John was born just six months
before Christ, it is probable that the two cousins shared childhood
times with each other.

The only childhood reference to Jesus is when the
family went to the city to be enrolled in the census and the Christ
child, twelve years of age, was left behind from the caravan and
was later discovered teaching the doctors of the law on the steps
of the temple.

Little is known of John for the next few years when he
appears as an itinerant preacher. His homeland was in Herodian
territory which had been ruled by Herod since 37 BC when Herod
was appointed king of the Jews by the Roman Senate . John's
message was blunt, and he was considered a prophet. For 400
years God has spoken through prophets and suddenly this strange
figure appears from the wilderness crying out "Repent, for the
Kingdom of God is near." People then began coming to see John,
confess their sins and be baptized

John made it clear that he was not the one who is
coming after him, and that he was not worthy to carry his sandals,
and many came to him to be baptized. John later baptized Jesus in
the River Jordan near Salem, and some say that they believe that
John did not recognize Jesus as the Savior until his baptism.

Next week in the gospel we will hear John's message
from prison and the following week John will explain his baptism
